CURRICULUM

The first five years of a child’s life are a very important stage in their physi-
cal, social and emotional development. This experience should be happy,
fun, engaging and secure. Our staff are qualified in delivering specialist
education for this young age group. We work with the Early Years Foun-
dation Stage (EYFS) as a developmental framework to guide parents and
staff in the milestones each individual child should meet from birth to age
5. The curriculum is divided into the following important areas, with the
‘Prime Areas’ underpinning everything we do. These areas are used to

plan and track your child’s learning through play based, hands on experi-
ences.

KEY CHARACTERISTICS

OF THE CHILD-LED ENVIRONMENT

The environment encourages agency in children and motivates them to
voice their opinions.

The instruction is mainly individual one-to-one and values children
agency.

e The children choose their own work and set their own learning pace.

The child discovers concepts from self-teaching materials and is allowed
to work as long as he/she wishes on a chosen project.

The teacher recognizes each child’s learning needs and interests and
helps cultivate their experiences.

The children can learn alongside play.

® The child reinforces his/her own learning by repetition of work and inter-

nal feelings of success.

TIMINGS

In-line with the Early Years department, UISN timings are 7am -
2.00pm. There are options for additional, extended hours of
2.00-3.00pm, 3.00-4.00pm or 4.00-5.00pm. Extended hours do incur an
additional cost.

All children are welcomed personally by their classroom teacher.

Please pick up your child promptly at dismissal time. Very young
children gain security by being picked up at the same time every day.
An early pick-up can be arranged if required, and Nursery Manager
can help arrange the same.

FOOD AND DRINKS

MEDICAL NEEDS

Please provide a snack and lunch / bottles for your child. Chilled
items can be stored in the UISN fridge. Our trained staff are here to
support your child in their eating and drinking milestones and will
encourage use of bottle, spoon holding etc as developmentally
appropriate.

We follow a ‘healthy eating’ policy, and all classes are nut, chocolate,
crisp and ‘fast food' free. We recommend fruit, yoghurt, sandwich or
crackers and a healthy beverage (milk, or juice). These should be
packed in a lunch box that is clearly labeled with the child’s name.

Please note, due to allergies we do not encourage our children to
share food. Kindly refrain from sending in food for other children,
including birthday cakes etc. At such a young age, our students are
encouraged to only eat what is provided directly from their home.

Our Early Years nurse in on site to deal with daily medical needs. Parents
are required to complete all UISN medical documentation prior to start-

ing nursery.

Please do not send your child to nursery if they have any of the following
symptoms;

® Fever

e Skin rash

e Vomiting within the last 24 hours

e Diarrhoea within the last 24 hours

e Persistent cough

e Red, watery, painful eyes

e Heavy runny nose

If your child falls ill, please contact the teacher & nursery manager via
email to inform of the absence and illness. If your child has a high
temperature and has taken medication, you are requested to keep
the child at home for at least a day from the onset of the fever and
until the fever subsides.
